The MLA Unit
Your assignment for this unit is two-part:

1. You will use the note cards from last unit to patch together a very abbreviated rough draft. You will assemble them “on paper” according to their respective place in your outline. Keep in mind that a new idea means a new paragraph. Understanding that there may be logical holes in your rough draft as you’re not finished with your research, I am looking for your voice in conjunction with supporting quotes/paraphrases/summaries. This is NOT a collection of notes.

· Follow all MLA guidelines including:

· Double spacing

· Margins

· Header

· The double-spaced entry in the top left corner of the first page

· Title format
· Long quote? Block it off!
· Since each of your note cards is a source, you will need to provide a parenthetical citation for each.

2. You will use the source cards to update your works cited page, remembering that all MLA guidelines must be observed. 

· Don’t forget to:

· Follow the List Format
· Keep your works cited list on a separate page

· Label the works cited list correctly

· Double space all entries and do not skip spaces between entries

· Make the reference to works appropriate to each type of work
Save this assignment as rough draft in your portfolio.
Again, the idea with this assignment is not to write your paper, so I am not interested in length. The idea is to warm up to your writing phase, which begins with the introduction in the next unit, while adhering to MLA guidelines. Once you do this, the introduction, body and conclusion will be much easier to write. Also, your works cited page will be mostly finished, not to mention your outline!
