Do an ePALS search (see website for resources)
1. Work in a group and come up with a single group to whom you’d like to write.
· Review your choices.
· Vote and decide on a single choice for your class today.
· KEEP your other choices in case your first selection doesn’t work out.

2. Work on what you’d like to write to invite this group to be your ePALS.
· Review Primer Paso all the way through Chapter 4

· Take notes of the following (in Spanish!)

· What do YOU think you should say about yourselves as a group (remember, you as individuals will not correspond)?

· What do YOU think you should ASK them about themselves?

· You will not yet need to share your website address with them, but you can tell them you plan to POST photos of them, messages you receive, etc. 

· Remember, this is your first correspondence, so set the bar high!
· Review your notes.
· Elect a single secretary to TYPE out your first letter of invitation to the group your class chose.

· Pay attention to spelling, grammar and be sure to use the helpful resources/links on your web page for Spanish punctuation, accents, etc.

· Have you secretary save the work to your Spanish I folder on the network (shared\students\MrJanes\SpanishI). 
Do your Spanish dinner research (see website for resources)

1. Work in a group(s).
· Do your initial research and decide on what dishes you THINK you can practically (within reason!) prepare (we have a full kitchen at AC).
· Consider a main course, appetizer, drink and dessert if you so choose.

· Come up with a menu, based on your choices.
2. Come together as a large group.
· Review and decide upon a final menu of dishes.
· As a large group, discuss who you will invite. Consider this and come up with a rough number, including the eight of you:
· Based on that rough, total number and your recipes:

i. How much of each item will we have to purchase?

ii. Make sure you include everything needed except basics like oil, salt, water, etc.

· With that information, you will need to formulate a shopping list.

i. Save that list as well as your final menu to the network for Mr. Janes.

Write your invitations!


· Based on previous work you’ve done, write out an invitation to those you’d like to attend.

· Note the following activities:

· Spanish dinner

· Music

· Fun!

· You may write out or type up your invitations. It may be on loose-leaf paper, construction paper or whatever YOU think is best!
